About Chen Ching-Jung

Professor Chen Jing-Jung, who is almost 80 years old, is
a very talented Taiwanese contemporary artist with over 50
years of work in the art field. During this time, he has made
remarkable achievements in art, the academic world and
society.

Professor Chen's passion and commitment to art, persistent
dreams and ideas, and pursuit of perfection have earned
him public respect. As a member of Le Salon des Artistes
Indépendants, he is among a few artists specializing in frescos,
mosaics, oil paintings, watercolors, sketching and printmaking,
having also mastered ancient Roman mosaic-creating
techniques. In addition, he was an early proponent of painting
conservation, adding to his brilliant achievements.

Mr. Chen's talent and guidance to many protégés are
worthy of praise, respect and public recognition. He pours
all of his energy into painting, so that his life and art have
become completely integrated. Born in 1934 in Changhua,
he followed Chang Yi-Hsiung to study sketching in 1953, and
graduated from the National Taiwan Normal University’ s
Department of Fine Arts. Before graduation, he formed the
May Art Association (Fifth Moon Group) in collaboration with
Kuo Tong-Jong, Liu Guo-Song, Li Fang and Kuo,Yu-Lun. In
1960, he continued further studies in Japan and graduated
from Musashino University in 1963, followed by Tokyo Gakugei
University in 1965. He also completed the Graduate School of
Mural Painting at Tokyo National University of Fine Art in 1967.

Returning to Taiwan with a master’ s degree, he founded the
Taiwan Art Education Association and became a professor
at the National Academy of Arts (National Taiwan University
of Arts) and College of Chinese Culture (Chinese Cultural
University). He established the first copperplate etching class in
Taiwan and helped to lay down the basic concepts for this new
field.

In 1972, he served as the director of the National Academy
of Arts’ Fine Art Department and in 1977 became a full-
time professor at National Taiwan Normal University’ s Fine
Art Department, later becoming an Emeritus Professor after
his retirement in 1996. He restlessly educates students and
promotes art exchanges between Taiwan and other countries,
frequently holding exhibitions nationally and internationally. For
example, he has held solo exhibitions at the National Museum
of History (1978, 2006), Chihiro Museum of Art (2002), City
Hall of 6th arrondissement of Paris (2004), and Chan-Liu Art
Museum (2005). Chen has also joined joint exhibitions such as
the “Grands et Jeunes D’ aujourd’ hui” (2003) and S.N.B.A
Joint Exhibition at Musée du Louvre. In addition, he has served
as a judge for the Taiwan Print Exhibition, National Fine Arts
Exhibition, and Taipei and Kaohsiung City Fine Arts Exhibition.

His many awards include the Golden Goblet Award from
the Chinese Art Association and the Wu San-Lien Award, and
he was made a lifetime member of the Salon d'Automne and
Salon des Artistes Francais, as well as an Honorary Citizen
of Taipei City, and distinguished alumnus of NTNU. On June
11, 2005, after judging by the Vatican Museums, he presented
his artwork, “Holy Family” , to Pope John Paul Il. The Pope
not only expressed his gratitude but also gave his blessings to
Taiwanese citizens. In 2008, his artwork won a shortlisting in
the Olympic Fine Arts Gallery, and he was presented with an
Olympic flame torch, Permanent Collection Certification and
Gold Medal, with his work to be permanently displayed in the
Imperial Ancestral Temple in Beijing. There are only 300 artists
around the world who have won this award, making it a great
honor.

Mr. Chen usually works in a bright studio while listening
to classical music or opera, and immerses himself in several
hours painting and artistic creation. Although he has to deal
with administrative affairs and has visitors or courses to
teach, he spends a large amount of his daily time on painting
whenever he is able. In 1991, Chen bought a studio south of

the Jardin du Luxembourg, filled with an enriching atmosphere,
and began living there during summer and winter vacations.
His life alone in a foreign country has removed him from his
relatives in Taipei, allowing him to concentrate on large-scale
paintings that have won public praise.

Professor Chen has taught at universities and graduate
institutes. Moreover, he has published many books, including
not only albums but also monographs on painting techniques
and collections of essays, including sketches, compositions,
watercolors, oil paintings and murals. Over the years, he
has made significant contributions to every kind of artistic
technique, artwork conservation and art education.

Chen Ching-Jung has made remarkable achievements
in various artistic mediums, including sketches, watercolors,
pastels, oil paintings, murals, mosaics, prints and painted
china. With his outstanding painting talent, rather than new
skills, he focuses his sketching on traditional compositions
and darker colors, daily realizing his desire to create artwork
throughout his life. Mr. Chen has also studied art conservation
techniques and introduced these to Taiwan. With all kinds
of artistic mediums, Professor Chen usually uses sketching
and printmaking to showcase topics. Showing extreme
concentration during the creation process, he stresses a solid
sketching foundation and strict composition.

In the early years of his career, portrayals of thin and
depressed figures with desolate landscapes and streets with
gray tones presented scenes of lonely and silent beauty, yet
ones still filled with life and vitality. His artwork subjects were
not only plazas, still-life scenes and nudes, but also knights,
all in gray-blue tones to create a cold and lonely world; even
his still-life paintings are filled with sadness. His artworks have
a mysterious style with a tint of classicalism in the realist art
style, with a quietude and solitude that is uniquely his own.

The ideas behind his artworks originate from natural
emotions. Through exchanges between time and space,
combined with a gray-tone style, his works show a tranquility
and loneliness within rhythm and harmony, as well as an
intellectual and sensual contact between the virtual and the
real. In addition to a continuation of previous features, his
artworks are permeated with a nostalgia and life philosophy,
a feature rarely seen in other artworks that has gained
recognition in the international community.
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
